W: Measuring temperature has been a difficult thing
to do throughout history and there are a number
of methods that are used today. One difficulty is
where to start and where to end the scale. If you
consider the temperature at which water boils
or freezes, you are able to picture how different
scales work.

First is the Fahrenheit scale, which is predominantly
used in the United States. This was created by
a German scientist named Fahrenheit. In his

Elsewhere, people use the Celsius scale to
measure temperature. Celsius makes the points
at which water freezes and boils more intuitive: it
freezes at 0° and boils at 100°.

There are 2 more scales that are used more in
the industrial setting. Those are the Rankin and
Kelvin scales. The lowest possible temperature
in theory is -459° Fahrenheit or -273° Celsius.
What the Rankin and Kelvin scales do, is set that
lowest possible temperature as zero.

The Rankin, which is somewhat related to
Fahrenheit, utilizes -459° as its zero, while the
Kelvin scale sees zero at -273° Celsius.

With that in mind, let’s look at four
scales.
