Around the world, many companies practice “fair trade.”

“Fair
trade” allows the producers to be paid a fair price for their
products and have better working conditions.

Now, how can you be sure you're buying fair trade
products? Products have a fair trade sticker on them, To
earn the sticker, the company should pay the farmers fairly
and provide good working environments,

A good reason to buy fair trade products is because

Companies donate some of the money they make to the
community. For example, companies put money toward
food for workers, building schools, or free transportation.
Fair trade is great because it contributes to the
community. Buying fair trade products gives you the
opportunity to help kids go to school or families buy food.

you're helping the farmers or the workers in the community.
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M: Tunnels play a very important role in transportation. Civil
engineers are people who work hard to build safe tunnels
that cars can travel through. Tunnels are built with strong
materials such as steel, iron, and concrete,

Engineers study the ground where they will dig and build
the tunnel, Then they learn about the sail, rock type, water
patterns and anything else that could be dangerous. After
studying all these, the engineers decide on what shape the
tunnel should be. A “U” shaped tunnel is common because
they are more stable. Some larger tunnels need added
supports to make the tunnel more balanced.

Tunnels can be built above ground, underground, or
underwater. A great example of an above ground tunnel is
found in Norway, where you drive right through a mountain
range. The longest underwater tunnel in the world connects
Asia to Europe. There is even a tunnel in China that has
colored lights and plays music all day long!

As you can see, there are many factors that go into
making a tunnel safe and strong to travel through.
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
