The body only needs a small amount of these vitamins. The
amount that is not needed is stored in the body’s fat tissues. It
takes a very long time for the body to get rid of this extra amount.

Once the body gets enough of a water-soluble vitamin, the
kidneys get rid of the unneeded amount through urine. So,
water-soluble vitamins need to be eaten every day.
