Well, at first, Castro’s government was not really good
or bad. But then Castro started buying oil from the Russians. This
made the U.S. angry because the U.S. and Russia were enemies.
So the U.S. stopped trading with Cuba. Castro gradually became
politically closer to Russia, and finally the U.S. wanted to get rid of
Castro. So the U.S. tried to start another revolution in Cuba, but it
failed. After that, Castro asked the Russians for nuclear weapons

Together, Queen Mary and
Phillip planned to turn England into a Roman Catholic state. But
when Queen Mary also got sick and died, everything changed.
Elizabeth became queen. At first, people thought Elizabeth would
not be a strong ruler because, unlike Mary, she had no husband.
But Queen Elizabeth would soon change that opinion. One of
the first things Elizabeth did as queen was to change the harsh
religious laws Mary and Phillip had passed. Elizabeth thought
that the people’s freedom and happiness was more important
than religion, so she let people follow whatever religion they

believed in. In the same way, she didn'’t let religions stop the arts
and entertainment. During her leadership, England was full of
music, dancing, theater, and sports. In fact, it was during her rule
that Shakespeare, the greatest English writer of all time, worked
and thrived. By this time, Phillip was back in Spain and was the
most powerful king in Europe. He planned to take England by
force, so he was gathering a large navy of warships to attack
England. Phillip, and many others, believed England would be
easily defeated, especially since it had no king. However, under

Elizabeth’s leadership, England achieved perhaps its greatest

victory in war - it defeated Spain. Due in part to this victory,

England would become the next great world power of the time.

W Finding a good work of science fiction can be a difficult task
because it is not always clear exactly what science fiction is.
The history of science fiction doesn’t really help much because
historians still argue about the true origins of science fiction.

Some believe that science fiction existed as far back as when

humans first began to write. In fact, they think that the first work
of fictional literature, the Epic of Gilgamesh, is a work of science
fiction because it has elements of the supernatural in it. But more

and more historians now disagree with this viewpoint. They believe
science fiction was impossible before the Scientific Revolution
in the sixteenth century. Up until the sixteenth century, they say,
fictional works like the Epic of Gilgamesh weren’t based on

science. Instead, they were based on magic and the supernatural.
Even if there was science in the stories, that science could not
work without magic. Therefore, it was not truly science fiction.
After the Scientific Revolution, magic became unnecessary. For
instance, a hero didn’t use a magic tool to look at distant stars.
He used a telescope. So, let’s try to come up with a definition for

science fiction, then, based on this latter historical view. Science
fiction is the story of how advances in science change society.

Of course, one stipulation is that the science in the story cannot
yet really exist in the world. Yet, the science should be plausible
—that is, it should seem to be possible in the future. And actually,
the science doesn’t have to make society better. In some cases
it may make society worse. It can even destroy the world. This is
a generally accepted definition of science fiction today. Now that

we have a clearer definition, let’s apply it to some other works of
science fiction in the past.

countries and cultures to live and work side-by-side. It is already
possible to find a church, a mosque, and a synagogue all in the
same neighborhood.

These people claim that Muslims,
Christians, and Jews should live separately. They say multicultural
societies will result in more wars and terrorism. Looking into the
past, however, we find that this is not true. In fact, it is EASY
to find historical examples that show the OPPOSITE. [with
emphasis] One such example is the great Medieval civilization

of al-Andalus in southern Spain. While the rest of Europe was in
decline, al-Andalus was a place of tolerance, peace, and high

culture. Although al-Andalus was in Europe, it was actually a
Muslim country. Muslims from Africa, or Moors, invaded Spain
in the eighth century. The Moors defeated the Christian Kings
of Spain and took over the country. But they did not force the
people living there to change their languages or religion. So the
Christians, Jews, and Muslims lived and worked together in
peace and harmony for centuries. Together, these three cultures

created a multicultural society of great wealth, learning, and art.
Their universities and libraries were among the best in the world

— and they produced greatly influential thinkers. Al-Andalus was

clearly a prosperous nation. And this was very different than the
rest of Europe. For example, in the Middle Ages, the population
of the Christian city of Rome decreased from a million people to
less than 20,000. The city of Cordoba in al-Andalus, on the other
hand, grew to around 500,000 Christians, Muslims, and Jews.
