Post-It notes are small pieces of paper with adhesive strips that
can be temporarily attached to documents or other objects. The
history of Post-It notes begins with Dr. Spencer Silver, who, in 1968,
developed a weak adhesive and unsuccessfully tried to promote it
as a useful invention. Several years later, Art Fry, a colleague of Dr.
Silver, saw a potential use for the adhesive, and he began working
on a removable sticky bookmark. Eventually the idea of the sticky
bookmark was replaced by sticky notes. In 1977, under the name
“Press n’ Peel,” the sticky notes were released, but the initial sales
figures were disappointing. So the following year, the sticky notes
were distributed free to residents in Boise, |daho, and most people
said they would purchase the product. In 1980, the sticky notes
were re-launched as “Post-It” notes and the product was a surprising
success. Post-It notes quickly became known for their iconic yellow
color. The color, however, was simply due to luck — that is, in the
early stages of development, Fry used some yellow scraps of paper
in the lab next to his. Today, Post-It notes come in many different
colors and sizes.

Ernest “Che” Guevara was an Argentine revolutionary leader
recognized around the world. When Guevara was a young man,
he took a journey that changed the way he viewed himself and the
conditions of Latin America. While still attending the University of
Buenos Aires, he decided to travel with his friend Alberto Grando on
a motorcycle to explore South and Central America in 1950. Starting
from Argentina, they traveled to Chile, Peru, Ecuador, Colombia,
Venezuela, Panama, and Miami. The journey ended up being an
extensive one, and the distance traveled by the two young men was
about eight thousand kilometers. Having lived his whole life in urban
Argentina, Guevara was surprised to see the poverty-stricken rural
areas during his travels.

The Americas Guevara
witnessed influenced his understanding of politics, and the need for
change in those regions. He wrote a diary to document his trip, and
when the content was published, it became a best-seller.

James Brown, who was born in 1933, is one of the most iconic
figures in twentieth century popular music. He was born in South
Carolina, where his family lived in extreme poverty until they moved
to Georgia when James was 6 years old. During his childhood,
James was often on his own, without parental supervision.
Consequently, Brown was convicted of armed robbery in 1952 and
sent to reform school. Bobby Byrd, whom Brown met at the reform
school, encouraged Brown to become a musician. With Byrd’s help,
Brown focused all his energy on becoming a professional singer
and musician. Brown succeeded and, as a result, recorded many
hits that went on to become classics in his fifty-year musical career,
including “Say It Loud - I'm Black and I'm Proud,” and “Please,
Please, Please.” He died of pneumonia in 2006, but he will always
be remembered for the intensity of his live performances, which
was one of the reasons why people were drawn to Brown’s music.
Among other things, James Brown has been credited with bringing
funk music to the mainstream, which had previously been dominated
by white artists.

Cows are ruminants, which means, they digest food by means of
spitting up and re-chewing it. They have one stomach with four
parts—the rumen, reticulum, omasum, and abomasum. Their
specialized stomachs allow cows to eat large amounts of plants and
break them down into blood sugar, or fuel. When the cow eats plant
matter, it enters the rumen, the largest part of the stomach, which
contains microorganisms that break down the cellulose in plants.
Because cows often do not chew food fully the first time, it is spit up
and chewed a second time before being swallowed again and re-
entering the rumen. The rumen and reticulum work together, and
the reticulum plays the important role of keeping the chewed food
circulating around the rumen. When the food is sufficiently broken
down, it enters the omasum, where water and salt are taken from the
broken down food. Next is the abomasum, which functions much
like a human stomach. In the abomasum, the broken down food is
actually changed into blood sugar and fatty acids, the main source
of fuel for the cow, after which, it passes into the cow’s intestines to
complete the digestive process.

While working as
an accountant for the Fleer Chewing Gum Company, Diemer
experimented with creating new recipes in his spare time. The
gum he accidentally invented was not as sticky as regular gum
and stretched more easily. Diemer’s first batch of bubble gum was
packaged using a taffy wrapping machine and it was sold out at a
local store in one day.

Unfortunately, Diemer did not patent his new recipe, so all his
competitors were allowed to make their own version of the highly
popular product. Historians have noted that Diemer’s bubble gum
made it possible for people to enjoy inexpensive treats during the
depression era.

The Coca-Cola formula was created by John Pemberton in 1886,
in Columbus, Georgia. Pemberton was a pharmacist who made a
syrup that could be mixed into a non-alcoholic beverage. He took the
syrup to local drugstores, and the pharmacist there was responsible
for mixing it with carbonated water in order to serve it to customers.
Because people used to believe carbonated water was beneficial
to one’s health, Coca-Cola was first sold as a medicinal drink.
Pemberton claimed that Coca-Cola could cure morphine addiction,
dyspepsia, and headaches. When Prohibition legislation was passed
in 1886, Pemberton had the idea of offering his non-alcoholic
beverage as an alternative to alcoholic beverages, which were then
illegal to consume. At that time, Coca-Cola was sold for five cents
a glass, and because Pemberton had claimed it had medicinal
qualities, people thought it was beneficial to drink Coca-Cola. In the
beginning, he called the beverage Pemberton’s French Wine Coca,
until he decided to use Coca-Cola, which referred to the drink’s two
main ingredients, the coca leaf and the kola nut. Unfortunately, John
Pemberton did not live long enough to realize the full potential of the
formula he had created during his life time.
