How is it possible that thousands of people participated in the
Holocaust during World War [I? That was the question Stanley
Milgram, a psychologist, sought to answer when he carried out a
series of experiments in the early 1960s.

As a student at Harvard, Milgram was influenced by psychologist
Solomon Asch. Asch performed experiments on obedience. In one
experiment, a subject was seated among seven other people. The
subject was then asked to identify which of three lines was equal
in length to a fourth line. The other seven people in the room were
instructed to mislead the subject with incorrect answers. Asch found
that the subject agreed with them about one-third of the time.

Milgram took Asch’s work to the next level. He came up with
a controversial and unusual experiment that measured people’s
willingness to obey. Subjects were told they were participating in
an experiment that studied the effects of punishment on learning
ability. They were asked to play a “teacher.” A technician supervised
the study. He instructed subjects to shock a “learner” by pressing a
switch on a machine each time the learner made a mistake on a test.
They were told to increase the shock by fifteen volts each time the
learner made an additional mistake. The maximum voltage was 450

volts.

Although teachers could not see learners, they could hear them.
Learners would scream in pain each time a shock was given, and
would beg teachers to stop. When teachers asked for permission to
stop the experiment, the technician would order them to continue.
65% of the subjects gave the maximum voltage of shocks, even
though they clearly thought it was wrong. Luckily, the shock box was
just a prop, and the “learners” were just actors. But these results
show how easily adults obey an authority figure, even if it means

causing pain.

After you exercise, you may find it hard to move the next day.
But the feeling of sore and stiff muscles should not be a cause for
concern. It is most likely delayed onset muscle soreness, or DOMS.

Scientists do not exactly know what causes DOMS. But they
do know that it occurs when a muscle is constantly extended or
lengthened. Almost all forms of exercise use this type of muscle
movement, such as walking and lifting weights. DOMS usually
occurs if a person has not exercised in a very long time, tries a new
exercise that uses different muscles, or performs exercises that are
tougher than usual. People usually feel DOMS about 24 to 72 hours
after exercise, although it is possible to feel soreness in as little as
12 hours if the exercise is very strenuous. DOMS usually disappears
after about five to seven days.

Although DOMS does not damage a muscle, it may temporarily
reduce a person’s muscle movement. However, the soreness itself
is not the cause of the reduction. Rather, people who have sore
muscles are just less likely to want to move them.

People may want to rest when they have DOMS because they do
not want to risk injuring the muscle. But surprisingly, the best way
to alleviate DOMS is through further activity. Even though it may at
first be uncomfortable or slightly painful, the soreness gradually goes
away. Again, scientists do not fully understand why this is true.

The best way to prevent DOMS before it happens is to start a light
exercise program, and then gradually increase the intensity. This
allows the muscle to adapt to the exercise, as well as increase in
strength. This decreases the chance of experiencing DOMS. Contrary
to popular belief, stretching does not prevent muscle soreness.

4. Researchers in the United States say that they are currently
developing a system that will be able to read people’s dreams.
Their ultimate goal is to find out why humans dream. While it has
been scientifically proven that everyone dreams, scientists do
not yet know why. While some believe that dreams have no real
purpose, others believe that dreaming is necessary for our mental
and emotional health. In recent years, dream analysis has been
used by psychologists to understand a person’s mind. However,
analysis is only possible after a person wakes up.

The U.S. researchers say that individual brain cells are
associated with specific objects. During experiments, volunteers
were connected to a special computer that showed images of
their brain activity. Certain brain cells would become active and
light up the computer screen with a pattern when a volunteer
was shown an object. The researchers built a database of these
patterns. They then observed the volunteer’s brain activity again.
If a pattern lit up that matched a pattern in the database, the
researchers could “read the mind” of the volunteer since they

knew what object the volunteer was thinking about. Although

they were only able to identify images that were in the database,
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researchers say that the database can grow by showing
volunteers more objects. The researchers’ next step is to monitor
volunteers’ brain activity while the volunteers are sleeping.

For 2,000 years, China was ruled by families called dynasties.
Under these dynasties, China became one of the most advanced
and powerful societies in the world. However, in the 1800s, Chinese
people began to become dissatisfied with the ruling family, which
led to many civil wars that weakened China. Foreign countries took
advantage of this weakness and began to slowly take control of
China. By the late 1800s, a large number of foreigners occupied
the country. The Chinese people saw this as an invasion of Chinese
culture and wanted to expel the foreigners from the country. This led
to the violent and deadly Boxer Rebellion of 1899.

The Boxer Rebellion was started by a secret society of ordinary
villagers who were opposed to the influence and control of foreigners.
The society was called “The Boxers” because most of its members
were well trained in martial arts and athletics. The Boxers had few
guns, swords, and other weapons. But they believed that they could
defeat the foreigners through martial arts, diet, and prayer. They also
believed that “spirit soldiers” from the heavens would help them win
back control of China from the “foreign devils.”

In 1899, the Boxers began to attack and kill foreigners in northern
China. They hoped that this would force others to leave the country.
The Empress Tzu-shi of the Qing Dynasty supported the Boxers,
and even declared that all foreigners should be killed. In 1900, the
rebellion moved to what is now Beijing. There, the Boxers killed
hundreds of more foreigners.

However, the Boxer Rebellion was ultimately unsuccessful. In
1901, an international force of 2,100 American, European, and
Japanese soldiers entered Beijing and defeated the Boxers. China
was forced to pay foreign countries for damages and injuries, and
anyone who had supported the Boxer Rebellion was executed.

“I didn’t want other
adopted siblings to waste time doing a difficult search,” said

Ming-Na. “That’s why | created Sibling Search.”

Sibling Search has a huge database of adoptees looking for
adopted siblings. People can search for someone by typing in
information such as a name or birthday. Sometimes, people find a
sibling simply by typing in a place of birth, which is how Mai found
Thanh. Mai simply typed in the city name “Ha Tinh,” and Thanh’s
picture was the first to pop up.

Mai and Thanh are grateful to Ming-Na and Sibling Search. “It
gave me back my sister,” said both girls.

But dissection enables students to take
an active part in the learning process, which helps them remember
what they have learned. However, if any student objects to the
dissection of a real animal, there are alternative dissection options
that still require students to take an active role. Any student who
wants to choose another option must write an essay explaining why
he or she would like to be exempt from the in-class dissections.
Students who do not write an essay must do all three dissections, or

else receive a failing grade.

The Niger Delta, the mouth of the Niger River in Nigeria, Africa, has
experienced yet another oil spill. About 320,000 barrels’ worth of ail
spilled into the delta last week. Environmental investigators say that
metal corrosion is to blame. Large amounts of rust were found on
the sides of the ship that was carrying the oil, and in many spots, the
rust had eaten right through the metal, leaving large holes.

Unfortunately, oil spills are a regular occurrence here. Over the past
fifty years, over 546 million gallons of oil have spilled into the Niger
Delta. Some of the spills are from ships, while other spills are from
pipelines that have holes or have burst. Environmentalists say these
spills are due to lack of inspection and maintenance of the ships and
pipelines by the major oil companies that own them.

Sadly, these oil spills have become a way of life for the people who
live near the Niger Delta. Small children play in waters filled with ail,
and people have no choice but to travel through the polluted waters.
“My body is always covered in oil,” said one woman.

The people of the Niger Delta are suffering both financially and
physically because of the environmental damage. The oil spills have
killed much of the aquatic life, leaving fishermen without a source of
income and people without food. But fish are not the only ones who
are dying from the oil spills. The long-term exposure to oil has caused
numerous health problems for the local people. There have been
reports of dizziness, breathing problems, rashes, and even cancer. In
fact, the life expectancy of the Niger Delta people is the lowest in the
entire country.

While environmentalists are protesting the oil spills and demanding
that the oil companies clean them up, most local people have
become resigned to the situation. “It doesn’t matter how much we
protest or how many people get sick,” said one man. “No one listens
to us, and | don’t think anyone ever will. It’s just the way things are.”

Postage stamps are attached to a mailed item to prove payment
of postage. Although they are not as widely used as they once were
due to the invention of e-mail and other electronic message services,
the invention of postage stamps changed the mailing system first in
the United Kingdom, and then around the world.

Before the invention of postage stamps, people in the United
Kingdom did not pay to send items. Rather, postage was paid by
the recipient when the item was delivered. This system caused many
problems for the postal service. Senders often sent heavy items since
they were not charged by weight. Such items were often expensive
and difficult to deliver. In addition, recipients of mailed items often
were unable or refused to pay for large postage costs. This caused
much financial loss for the postal service.

An Englishman named Rowland Hill wanted to reform the U.K.
postal service. He believed that mailing items could be more efficient,
cost-effective, and convenient. He proposed that mailing costs
should be calculated by weight. He also proposed that the sender,
not the receiver, should pay for postage before items were mailed.
He suggested that payment could be proven by attaching a small
piece of paper to the outside of the item. The postal service decided
to implement all of Hill's suggestions, and in 1840, the first adhesive
postage stamp, called the Penny Black, was released.

Hill's postage stamp changed the U.K. mailing system. Senders of
mailed items began to send lighter items, such as letters. Recipients
no longer had the burden of paying for mailed items. The U.K. postal
service also greatly benefited from Hill's ideas. It did not have to worry
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as much about heavy items or unpaid postage. Most importantly,
the convenience of buying and using postage stamps dramatically
In 1839, 76 million letters
were mailed. By 1850, that number jumped to 350 million. Hill’'s ideas

increased the number of mailed letters.

A human attendant is always on board to check on the
animals every fifteen minutes, and pets are given regular breaks
during flights.

Many of Pet Airways’ flights are reserved months in advance.
And while the airline currently only flies to ten cities within the
United States, it is already in the process of expanding to other
cities and countries due to its huge popularity.

There was another incident of violence at a soccer game, this
time in Milan, Italy. The game between AS Milan and Rome United
attracted much media attention due to the long rivalry between the
two teams, as well as the important nature of the game. AS Milan
needed to win in order to successfully defend its national title from
Rome United.

Fans from both teams were in good spirits before the game
started in San Siro Stadium, which was filled to its 80,000-seat
capacity. Although the game was being played in Milan, there
seemed to be an equal representation of fans from both sides.

While there were some insults and name-calling, they
were done in fun.

On March 25, 1911, New York City experienced one of its
deadliest disasters when the Triangle Shirtwaist Factory fire killed 146
workers. The fire is credited for exposing the unsafe conditions of
factories at that time, which led to major reforms to safety standards
in factories.

The Triangle Shirtwaist Company produced women’s blouses,
known as “shirtwaists.” Its factory occupied the eighth, ninth, and
tenth floors of a New York City building. The factory had about 500
workers, most of whom were young Jewish and lItalian immigrant
women. They worked long hours in crowded rooms that had very
little sunlight or clean air. At that time, working in a factory was the
only type of work that was available to female immigrants, so they
had no choice but to work in unsafe and unsanitary conditions, as
those who complained would lose their jobs.

On the afternoon of March 25, 1911, a fire, most likely caused by
a cigarette, began on the eighth floor of the Triangle Factory. The
factory, like most clothing factories, was a fire hazard, as sewing
machines often overheated and highly flammable cloth covered the
rooms. Thus, the fire quickly spread to other floors.

Many workers could not escape the building. The company
owners had locked most of the doors to the stairs and exits to
prevent workers from stealing or taking breaks. In addition, flames
and smoke blocked workers from escaping through unlocked doors,
effectively trapping them in the building. Although firefighters arrived
quickly, they were unable to reach the workers, as the ladders they
had were not tall enough to reach past the sixth floor. Some of the
workers died from the smoke and fire, while many others jumped out
of windows to their death.

After the fire, politicians quickly created a committee to investigate
factories and report any unsafe conditions. They also passed new
laws that required factories to meet new safety standards. Some of
these laws are still used in New York City today.

Walt Disney was an American filmmaker who was known for using
the newest technology to make animated films. He also is credited
for making animation into a profitable business for film studios. He
is considered an innovator and legend of film animation, and had a
large influence on how animation is made today.

Following a life-long interest in art, Walt Disney, with the help of his
brother Roy, started Disney Studios in Hollywood in 1923. At first,
Disney made films that featured humans interacting with animated
characters. However, he soon turned his focus exclusively on the
animated characters, creating an all-animated series starring a
character called Oswald the Rabbit. Oswald became a success
almost instantly. In 1928, Disney developed a new animated
character based on his pet mouse. He originally named the character
“Mortimer,” which he later changed to “Mickey.” Disney provided
Mickey Mouse’s voice in films until 1947. Disney created a short film
starring Mickey called Steamboat Willie. It was the first animated
film to feature music, dialogue, and sound effects. After the instant
success of Steamboat Willie, Disney used sound in all of his films. By
1932, Disney began to make all his animated films in color. He even
made a deal that gave him the sole right to use Technicolor, a color
process used in motion pictures.

After his success with short animated films, Disney decided to
create a full-length animated film, which no one had ever attempted.
Everyone in the film industry was against the idea. His wife and
brother even tried to talk him out of it. However, Disney believed that
the film would be a success if the best technology and animation

In ancient Japan, members of the military nobility, known as
samural, lived by a code of conduct known as Bushido, which
means “way of the warrior.” While there were no set of formal or
written rules, there was an unspoken understanding that samurai
were expected to follow the virtues associated with the code, such
as honesty, fairness, and bravery. However, loyalty and honor were
cherished above all other virtues.

The primary duty of a samurai was to show loyalty to his daimyo,
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or lord. Usually a samurai’s daimyo was a military general or
emperor. A samurai was expected to be completely devoted to his
daimyo, and do whatever the daimyo commanded, no matter how
unreasonable it was. A samurai was also obligated to protect his
daimyo, even if it meant death. Many even believed that a samurai’s
main purpose was to die for his daimyo. If a samurai was not ready
to face death, he was not considered a true samurai. The importance
of loyalty is evident in the word samurai, which translates to “those
who serve.” A samurai who did not have complete loyalty for his
daimyo would lose honor.

For a samurai, both his and his daimyo’s honor was of utmost
importance. He would not hesitate to fight to protect and maintain
honor. In fact, a samurai who died during battle would bring honor
to his family, as well as to his daimyo. However, a samurai would
lose face if he showed fear or ran away from a fight. The importance
of upholding honor was sometimes taken to an extreme. It was
common for a samurai to kill himself in a ritual called seppuku rather
than risk dishonoring himself, his family, or his daimyo. And if a
samurai somehow lost honor, seppuku was the only way to regain
it. However, a samurai had to receive permission from his daimyo
before performing seppuku.

According to the U.S. Department of Agriculture, one in
three children is overweight. These statistics have health experts
concerned about a growth of obesity-related diseases, including
cardiovascular disease and Type 2 diabetes, in young people. As a
result, schools across the nation, with help from the government,
have been changing their menus to try to improve the health of
students.

A typical U.S. school menu usually includes fast-food items like
chicken nuggets, pizza, burgers, and fries. Such items are heavily
processed and are also high in calories, fat, and sodium. Schools
have argued that they have no choice but to provide these types of
foods because of very limited budgets. But changes are on the way.
Congress recently passed a federal law which limits the number of
calories served in school meals. It also passed a law that requires
school cafeterias to offer a wide variety of fruits and vegetables. In
addition, schools can now receive government funding if they meet
new nutrition standards for school lunches. This can help pay for
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healthier food items and meals.

But the change that is gaining the most attention is the ban on
flavored milk, such as strawberry and chocolate, in school cafeterias.
A growing number of people say that the added sugar in the milk
contributes to childhood obesity. However, many nutritionists and
parents argue that since milk has many essential nutrients, drinking
flavored milk is better than not drinking any milk at all. In fact, some
reports suggest that removing flavored milk would result in a 35
percent reduction in children’s overall milk consumption.

The word Sherpa comes from the Tibetan language, with “shar”
meaning “East” and “pa” meaning “people.” Thus, the Sherpa
are “people from the East” who migrated from Tibet to Nepal 400
years ago. Many people assume that a person who is a Sherpa is
a mountain guide. But in fact, the Sherpa are an ethnic group that
lives in the Himalaya Mountains in Nepal. To avoid confusion, Sherpa
is capitalized when referring to a person who is a member of the
ethnic group, and not capitalized when simply referring to a mountain
guide, since not all mountain guides in Nepal are ethnically Sherpa.
However, many Sherpas are expert sherpas.

Traditionally, Sherpas worked solely as farmers and traders in the
Himalaya Mountains. But in the 1920s, European explorers began to
travel to the Himalayas and needed people to guide them through the
mountains. Sherpas were well adapted to take on this role, as they
knew the territory, weather, and history of the area. Most importantly,
they were accustomed to living in extremely high altitudes after living
in the mountains for hundreds of years. Some believe that this is
because the Sherpas developed a larger than normal lung capacity,
which allows them to function well in low oxygen conditions. While
Sherpas still live traditionally, many also work as sherpas when they
have extra time in order to supplement their income, as Sherpas are
well paid when they act as guides.

Today, the term Sherpa is used by many to refer to any Himalayan
mountain guide. However, Sherpas who are guides like to distinguish
themselves from regular sherpas, as their extensive knowledge and
skills allow them to do much more than just carry equipment for
climbers. This is also why climbers prefer hiring Sherpas as guides.
Particularly, Sherpas are in high demand as guides up Mount Everest,
the world’s highest mountain. The most famous Sherpa who was a
sherpa is Tenzig Norgay. In 1953, he guided Sir Edmund Hillary to

It is estimated that about twelve million Americans suffer from food
allergies. About four percent of adults and five percent of children are
allergic to certain foods and exhibit symptoms.

Any food can cause an allergy, but there are eight foods that
account for 90 percent of all allergic reactions. The “Big Eight” are
milk, eggs, peanuts, tree nuts, fish, shellfish, soy, and wheat. The
most common food allergies for children are different from those for
adults. And while many children grow out of their allergies, adults can
develop new ones later in life, forcing them to give up foods they had
enjoyed all their lives.

Milk is the most common food allergy in childhood. About 2.5
percent of children under the age of three are allergic to milk, and
nearly all of them develop the allergy within their first year. However,
up to 80 percent of children will outgrow this allergy by the age of six.

For adults, shellfish is the most common food allergy. Two percent
of adults are affected, compared to 0.1 percent of children. Shellfish
allergies often happen later in life, unlike many other food allergies.
The most common kinds of shellfish that adults are allergic to are
shrimp, crab, and lobster.

People get food allergies when their immune system mistakes a
food as harmful. The body reacts by creating antibodies. Symptoms
develop when the antibodies fight the offending food. For some
people who are very sensitive, even consuming a tiny amount of a
food can trigger a reaction. In some cases, people do not even have
to eat the food. For example, someone who is severely allergic to
peanuts can have a reaction just by sitting next to a person who is
eating a food that contains them.

Allergic symptoms and reactions can range from annoying to
deadly. Some people may experience nothing more than slight
itching. However, some people immediately feel their throat start
to close and are unable to breathe. That is why people with severe
allergies should always have medication on hand in case of an
emergency.
