Edison had a daughter, and one day he made a toy for her that
eventually became known as the phonograph. The toy was made
from wood, and had a voice added to it. The first song recorded on it
was, “Mary had a Little Lamb,” which is still popular among children.
People were excited about this invention. Some thought Edison was
a genius. The way he added the voice was via a special needle that
could make holes on wax. Edison was the first person to come up
with that idea.

In the old days people used candles in their homes. While electric
lights and gaslights did exist, not many people used them in their
homes. People worried that if they used those lights, a fire would
break out. Edison wanted more people to use electric lights so he
invented the electric light bulb with a wire inside it. The wire could
light up inside the light bulb. The light bulb had a lot of energy and
lasted much longer than a candle.

In 1888, an Englishman came to Edison wanting pictures of horses
to be matched to sound. This became one of the many projects that
Edison worked on. Unfortunately, the project didn’t go well. After
trying lots of ideas, Edison decided to work with another inventor,
William Dickson. After a lot of trial and error, they succeeded in
inventing moving pictures, which were later known as movies. At
first, movies were scary for a lot of people because they were so
real. Later, however, movies became accepted as a popular form of
entertainment.

By inventing so many useful things, Thomas Edison helped improve
people’s lives. He will be remembered as a great inventor who really
cared about ordinary people.

They most likely
wouldn’t wish to work with bees. But that’s exactly what the job of
a beekeeper involves. Beekeeping is an occupation that has been
going on for more than 8000 years. Very old rock paintings from 6000
BC show that humans at that time were involved in beekeeping.
It’s not so easy to access a natural beehive and so humans have
tended to make beehives for the bees and get bees to live in them.
In ancient times, beehives were made from hollow logs or from holes
built in mud walls. That way, if it became necessary to move the
bees to a different place, it was pretty easy to do. Today’s beekeeper
uses boxes with stacks. There might be between 8 and 12 levels in
all. The bottom level is where the bees have larva and create more
bees. Up above is where the bees make honey. Bees make honey by
eating nectar and turning it into honey. People think this is how bees
are most useful to us, but that’s not quite true. Bees offer many more
benefits economically when they move pollen for us. In this case,
they take pollen from plants like almonds and transport it somewhere
else. In this way they can help farmers grow more crops. The next
time you see a bee, think of how good it is before you run away.

While they were in existence, the
Incans developed a lot of great things including roadway systems,

centralized religion and language.

They also had advanced methods of farming and agriculture. The
Incan farmers grew many different crops. Interestingly, some of
them are still eaten by people today. Several of these crops are
fruits. Three different fruits - the pepinodulce, the naranijilla, and the

cherimoya — are the best known.

The color of the pepinodulce is similar to that of the melon, and
it tastes like a honeydew mixed with cucumber. The naranjilla
tastes like a citrus fruit, and its juice is used as a drink. As for the
cherimoya, what’s special is that different people describe its taste in

different ways.

Incan farmers also grew several different roots. Two different roots —
the arracacha and the ulluco — are best known. The arracacha looks
like a carrot, and the inside of the root is white, yellow, or purple. The
leaves of the ulluco are similar to those of the spinach.

Something that a lot of cities are not only proud of, but are
remembered for, are their skyscrapers. The word skyscraper means,
“something that scrapes the sky.” Of course, nothing can scrape the
sky. So, the word usually means, “a very tall building.” Let’s look at
some of the skyscrapers in the world. In 1930, the Chrysler Building
was completed and became the world’s first skyscraper taller than
1,000 feet.

What about the Empire State Building? Wasn't it the tallest building?

Great point! At 1,046 feet, the Chrysler Building was indeed the
tallest building, but only for 11 months and you guessed it, the
Empire State Building went past it. In 1931, the Empire State Building
was officially opened. At 1,250 feet, it was the world’s tallest building
for nearly 40 years. New York is sometimes referred to as the Empire
State, and the name of the skyscraper comes from that nickname.
Interestingly, that Chrysler Building is still the world’s tallest brick
building.

Were all the tall buildings only in New York?

Not for long. In 1968, the John Hancock Center was built in Chicago
and became the world’s tallest building outside New York. At 1,128
feet, it is the seventh tallest building in the United States. In 1971,
the twin towers of the World Trade Center were completed and
at1,350 feet, it was the world’s tallest building for two years. In these
times, a great many cities possess tall skyscrapers. From buildings,
to towers, almost every trip to a big city is not complete with a trip to
the tallest skyscraper’s observation deck. What is your favorite one?
