Voyager 1 and Voyager 2 are spacecraft that were sent by NASA
to explore space. What is fascinating is that Voyager 1, which you
would think was the first, departed a bit later than Voyager 2. Voyager
2 was launched on August 20, 1977. A few weeks later, Voyager 1
was launched, on September 5, 1977. Voyager 2 still collects a lot of
interesting information and it’s this spacecraft that we shall discuss.

In 1979, about two years after it left, Voyager 2 was near Jupiter,
where it found a number of rings around the planet. It took a number
of photos of Jupiter’s so-called red spot, which turned out to be a very
complex storm that is so big, it is two times as big as earth. That’s a big
storm!

Two years later, Voyager 2 arrived in the neighborhood of Saturn and
started looking at its atmosphere, discovering that volcanoes lighted its
moons.

Fast forward to 1986, Voyager 2, which kept going, came to Uranus
and found 10 moons there orbiting the planet.

In 1989, it reached Neptune, which is the biggest planet in our solar
system. At that time, Voyager 2 had really taken a big voyage, travelling
nearly 3 billion miles.

Voyager 2 is currently well beyond Pluto and is still going. It is in a
place called the “heliopause.”

Aging has been a source of interest for humankind for years. There
is not a person who would not like to know the secret to not aging or to
being immortal.

There have been numerous movies where the principal theme
has centered on this very idea of immortality. You have a hero, who is
immortal, and he tends to live among mortal men. He lives on, sometimes
for hundreds or thousands of years while those around him come and go.

Do you know what a habitat is? A habitat refers to a place where
someone lives.

Have you ever heard of an organization called Habitat for Humanity?
Habitat for Humanity started in 1965. It was an idea that started with
Millard and Linda Fuller. They once visited a small community and met
Clarence Jordan there. During that visit, the three came up with the idea
of building houses for people in need. Apparently, the three met and
started the group in a converted chicken barn.

The concept was quite simple. They would first get a group of
volunteers together, and those volunteers would all pitch in and build a
house for someone who needed a house.

The recipient of the house would be able to repay the costs over a
very long period of time with very favorable terms. When they started to
repay the money, that money could then be used to build a next house
and so on. This has been a wildly successful concept and has worked
not simply for complete houses.

In some cases, a person might only need a roof, or a wheelchair
ramp, or a smaller repair. Habitat for Humanity works with those people
and gets the job done!

What also often happens is the recipient of the house, also known as
the partner family, works to build the house together with the volunteers.
That way they don’t just receive a house. They also have a hand in
building some of it.

One more fascinating statistic: Habitat for Humanity has kept a
record of the fastest house they’ve built. Can you guess how long it
took? In Alabama, a house was built in 3 hours, 26 minutes and 34
seconds. That’s fast!

While the original idea for the organization started in the United
States, they have actually been making homes and helping poor people
all over the world, with the founding of Habitat for Humanity International
in 1976. It has some very famous supporters who have helped build
homes including Ex-President Jimmy Carter, Brad Pitt and Arnold
Schwarzenegger.

If you have a local habitat for humanity project in your area, why not
help change someone’s life?

Over the last half century agriculture has gone through a revolution.
In fact, there is a name for it, the “green revolution”. Basically, this
term is used to refer to the fact that larger quantities of higher quality
fruits, vegetables and grains are being produced than at any time
in the past. Farmers selectively breed different varieties of plants to
combine desirable characteristics. They have been so successful
that we can now harvest many times per acre what we did a century
ago. But there is a downside. With all of this selective breeding, there
is a loss of diversity - fewer varieties of a particular crop.

Well, doesn’t having fewer varieties leave us more vulnerable to
disease or climate change? If we have just one variety of corn, for
example, and a virus or a fungus or something else comes along,
it could all be wiped out.

It certainly is. Let’s look at a couple of real world examples. Rice,
as you all know, is a very important crop in India. During the past
50 years; at least 30,000 different varieties of rice have been grown
there. Each variety is genetically different. What this means is that
50 years ago, it was very unlikely that any one threat could wipe out
the whole Indian rice crop. But now things have changed. Today,
seventy-five percent of India’s rice fields are planted in just 10 kinds
of rice. So what if something happens, like what happened to the
potato crop in Ireland in the mid 19th century? Does anybody know
anything about that?

In 1846, a fungus struck and destroyed virtually the entire
Irish potato crop. The effects were catastrophic. About a million
people starved to death; approximately one quarter of the country’s
population.

Can you remember a time when you needed to wash but you only
had water, you didn’t have soap?

Soap is a very important commodity. People have been using itfor
about 5000 years!

The first soaps were said to have been used in the Middle East at
around 3000 (or more) BC. Those early soaps were very different to the
kinds of soaps you might have in your bathroom today, such as a bar of
soap or bottle of soap.

The early Egyptians used a kind of paste as soap, which is something
in between a bar of soap and liquid soap.

In the first 100 years AD the Gaul people made soap using a mixture
of ash and animal fat while in the Middle Ages people created different
kinds of soaps and because of that some different soaps were made for
different purposes. That concept is exactly how we think of soap today.

For example some soaps are designed to wash clothes. Some softer
soaps are used to wash our bodies. And so on. We wouldn’t feel good
about using one kind of soap for a different kind of task.

In ancient times, soap was certainly a luxury available to only the rich
and powerful.

However after the late 1800s, by using salt in the soap making
process, a French chemist was able to make a soap that everyone was
able to acquire. And in 1878 the first soap that could float was made
purely by accident. Today we have firmer soaps and liquid soaps. Soaps
for different purposes and with different smells.

For a long long time, people were trying to invent what we know
today as the television. In those old times, the concept of a television
didn’t exist. Nor did the name, “Television.” So the early inventions were
just devices that could transmit or send sound and moving images.

The first so-called television might have started with John Logie
Baird, who was an inventor from Scotland. In 1926, he made a device
that allowed people to see an image of a human face. It was rudimentary,
but it worked. His television however was not able to send any sound.

A year later, in 1927 in the USA, Philo Farnsworth developed another
kind of television. It was the first electronic television. Naturally it used
electricity to send images but like Baird’s invention, there was no sound.

In the 1940s a lot of black and white televisions became available to
everyone, however not many people had the money to buy something
like that, especially because World War Two was going on and there was
a lot of uncertainty about the future. Many people put their resources into
more important things than entertainment.

The 1950s era was a boom for televisions. Color televisions became
available eventually. By using the primary colors of red, yellow and blue
and combining variations of them, the color television could recreate any
color that was desired.

In fact, the first broadcast in color occurred in 1954. You might think
that quite swiftly, everything would be color but it wasn’t quite the case.
Most of the programs that were on television were still black and white
until 1965. Further, it was not until 1972 that color TVs sold more than
black and white TVs in stores.

Another feature that we know and love today is the remote control.
The very first remote control appeared in 1950. It was a remote control
but it was still connected to the TV via a cable.

Five years later, in 1955, a wireless remote control came along.
Ultimately came the advent of flat panel displays, as well as LCDs and
Plasma Panels, which are technologies that can show a better image
than previous ones and are more comfortable for the eyes.

People think that the next development in televisions will concern
3D televisions. We have experienced 3D movies at cinemas, but will that
happen at home?
