M One of the great inventions of humankind in the medical sense was M

that of the X-ray. The X-ray is a great tool that enables medical

professionals to see inside the human body. Interestingly, a

researcher by the name of William Morgan may have discovered the

X-ray as early as 1785 without actually knowing what he had found.

We can say this because information is presented in a paper of his

from that year that was never picked up on.

The world would have to wait another hundred years, however, for

the X-ray to be definitively discovered and more deeply understood.

That would be thanks to the German Physicist Wilhelm Roentgen,

who discovered it quite by accident.

He had been conducting an unrelated experiment on November 8,

1895, and used black cardboard to shield light. However, despite

the cardboard, he noticed the appearance of a faint green glow on a

screen more than 2 meters away.

Curious, he looked into the glow and learned that it would also

show through a thicker book, or his desk. Roentgen knew that he

had stumbled upon a kind of radiation but not what kind, and so he

naturally called it X-radiation, which was later called the X-ray.

The first thing he “X-rayed” incidentally was his wife’s hand. When

she saw it, she said, “I have seen my death.” While there were efforts

to name the technology Roentgen Rays, or something involving his

name, the name X-ray stuck. Roentgen was awarded the prestigious

Nobel Prize for physics for the discovery in 1901.

With many works under his belt, I'd like to talk about just one today
and that is his allegory of the cave.

In this story imagine that there are some prisoners who are chained
up in a dark cave. Their bodies are chained, their necks are chained
so they can’t turn around. They have been this way since they were
born. They can only look in front of them at the cave wall. Now
imagine that behind them there is fire that gives light and there are
also some people back there with puppets or things they hold in front
of that fire. This puts a shadow on the wall and the prisoners see the
shadow. So if the prisoners have always been prisoners and they are
always seeing only these shadows, they would think the shadow of
a book was a real book. They would not know that the real book is
behind them.

This is the essence of the allegory. The question being raised is, what
is reality?

Now imagine that one day, a prisoner is able to exit the cave - to go
out into the sunshine and see real things, real shapes, the real world.
She would probably realize that she had been seeing shadows all
this time and not reality. She would feel sorry for her friends in the
cave. But if she went back and told them, they probably wouldn’t
believe her.

What this might mean for us is that there may be things about life -
money, fame and so on that may be shadows. We may think they are
real because everyone sees it that way. And in chasing those things,
those shadows, we may be missing more important realities.

M We might take for granted a lot of the technologies we use every
day and today we are going to look at one such technology: velcro.
Velcro, was spawned directly from humankind learning something
from nature and applying that to suit his needs. Velcro’s story began
in a forest in 1941, when a Swiss electrical engineer by the name of
George De Mestral went for a walk.

He considered
how such a thing might be utilized usefully and what could be done
to further develop this. Some 14 years later, in 1955, De Mestral
obtained a patent on the idea and a few years after that, in the late
1950s, he started selling what we know today as velcro.

Velcro is something we might see on bags, on clothing and other
things that require connections. The principle behind it and the
reason it works, is that there are two distinct parts. Think of the
seeds. Those seeds actually have tiny little hooks on them. These
hooks are designed to grab onto animal fur and the like. The animal
may travel far away at which point the seeds fall to the ground. The
seeds have been spread far from where they began and this is of
benefit to them. In velcro, there is likewise a side with tiny hooks and
a side of soft furry material for those hooks to grab onto.

The advantage of velcro is that it is faster and easier to close than a
zipper or a button. That makes it a great option for children but also
if you’re in a hurry, you need only press it together and you're done.
While zippers and buttons can break after prolonged use, velcro is
still able to work pretty well over time, with the main downside that it
can attract lint. This, however, isn’t a difficult issue to fix.

It is the belief of a number of historians that the success or failure of
some civilizations has boiled down not to their people or their culture or
anything like that, but to the kinds of animals that existed in their lands.
Specifically, did they have animals able to be domesticated? Able to be
farmed? Able to provide food and clothing over the long term? And were

such animals useful in battle?

Australia, for example, had few native animals that could be used for
farming or domestication. For thousands of years there was only an
assortment of animals such as the kangaroo that lived a wild existence.
This situation is perhaps why the country didn’t have big cities and

populations until quite recently.

Asia and Europe on the other hand had a great mixture of animals: the
horse, cow, goat, sheep, and pig. These animals, which could provide
clothing, could transport people or goods, and were able to feed people,

helped those societies flourish.

In South America, meanwhile, the Inca Civilization had the llama. Like a
lamb, the llama is a little small to carry people, but it can carry around 30
kgs of things. It is also able to do what many animals cannot and that is
to maneuver from low places to high places - something most definitely

important in South America.

And so the Inca Civilization was able to utilize thousands and thousands
of llamas if not to carry people, certainly for the transporting of goods,
for fur, and food. This was handy in terms of war and moving supplies
across changing battlefields and altitudes. For many years llamas aided
the growth of the empire in a way that cows and horses may not have

been able to.

There were downsides. The disadvantage of the llama was firstly its
smaller size, and also its temperament: if it felt tired, it would have the
habit of simply stopping work. And no matter what you did, it wouldn’t
start again. It is obvious to see how this could hurt. Imagine a war
situation where an army is trying to get away from an enemy but the
llamas have stopped. The warriors could most surely keep moving to
safety, but the llamas, carrying goods, weapons and food would be lost

to the enemy.

Eventually, and ominously, the Spanish arrived in the 1500s with a new
type of beast - the horse. It would have been a surprise for the Incas to
see men riding animals in the way the Spanish rode horses - extremely
fast. Ultimately this advantage was one decisive factor in the Spanish

overcoming the Inca Civilization.

M Zoroastrianism is something that might not mean much to many
people today, though once upon a time it was a dominant religion
in one part of the world. Indeed it is considered one of the oldest
religions that is still going today. It’s possible that it dates back
to over 1,000 BC. Together with Judaism, Christianity and Islam,
Zoroastrianism was one of the four key faiths in the Middle East at
one point in time, and began in an area that is today Iran. It had its
peak before Islam came along, being the principal religion between
600 BC and 650 AD.

Zoroastrianism is a monotheistic religion, which means that it entails
one God. It features many of the cornerstones and beliefs that can
be seen in the religions that came afterwards and indeed may have
influenced them. Some of these ideas include messianism, which
is the belief that there is a messiah who comes and saves people,
as well as the concept of heaven and hell and the idea that one is
judged after death.

Zoroastrianism does not nearly have the kind of following today as
the major religions but there are followers near where it all began -
in Iran, as well as in parts of India. Iran also does allocate seats in its
parliament for religious minorities, and one such seat is allocated to
someone from the Zoroastrian faith.

The religion is based on Zoroaster, who may have been the first
prophet. While he may have been the very first prophet anywhere, it
is uncertain when and even if, he left teachings behind.

In the Zoroastrian faith, the world may be seen as a battle ground
between good and evil. There is also a belief that the sense of life
and time do not flow in a cycle that never ends but rather are things
that do someday come to an end.

The year 2015 will not be one that farmers in the Greville Valley remember
fondly. With weather among the hottest on record and in the midst of
unprecedented low rainfall, many crops didn’t make it to harvest. But
there was a sliver of hope and what some might think of as a silver lining.
On a small family run strawberry farm in the northeast of the Valley live
the Wilsons - a humble family of two parents and three children. “Like
everyone else in the wider Greville Valley,” Marge Wilson asserts, “we’ve
been doing it rough. Last year was a low yield in particular. We were
lucky to survive.” The Wilsons produce high-quality strawberries that
fetch a premium price in high-end markets. “But what can you do if you
have no strawberries?” Marge said.

This year, seeing the empty dams and struggling strawberries, the Wilson
children stepped in. First they started to research water - rainfall patterns,
local geography, and the water cycle. On the weekends they started to
design and build a homemade drainage and irrigation system to catch
more water from rainfall.

Their invention can be seen at the back of their property. Interested
neighbors and families, from small farmers to big multinationals have
been interested in learning from the Wilson kids. “Not only can we now
supply our own water for our strawberries,” Marge says, “but during even
the worst seasons, we can still operate close to full capacity.”

Wilson Strawberries is open weekends from 10 to 5 for free tours.

M Today I’'m going to talk about one of the cornerstones of modern
capitalism, the stock market. The stock market is essentially a place
where people can buy and sell stocks. You might wonder then, what
is a stock? A stock is a share in a company. Imagine that you and
your friend buy a book: you contribute $10 and she contributes $10
and you buy the book for $20. You both have a share in the book.
Companies are much bigger than this and have many more shares.
That’s the reason we have a stock market, where people can buy and
sell shares in those companies. Some companies can have upwards
of tens of millions of shares.

That doesn’t mean that every company is on the stock market. Some
companies, like a family company or a small business, may have just
one or a handful of owners. They would not require, and nor would

be of the scale, to be listed on the stock market.

There are different types of stocks that can be bought on the stock
market and they are principally common stocks or preferred stocks.
If a preferred stock sounds better somehow, that’s because it is.
Owners of preferred stocks may, in cases where the company is

distressed and is going under, get paid back first.

A lot of what happens on the stock market happens electronically,
although a long time ago when computing wasn’t around yet, it
was a lot more physical. Stocks were bought and sold by traders
who operated from the exchange’s floor. You would need to get a

message to them to buy or sell something on your behalf.
