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W: While rubber has been around for centuries, it
has not always been easy to use because we
had no idea how to treat it. Untreated rubber
has a lot of problems. The first problem is that it
becomes sticky. Also, if the temperature is too
warm, untreated rubber gets hot and changes
shape easily. On the other hand, if the weather
is too cold, the rubber becomes breakable and
fragile, like glass. Fortunately, a man came along
called Charles Goodyear. Goodyear understood
all of these problems.
