Letters and numbers were then used to

show the darkness or hardness of a pencil. For example, H means Hard, and the hardest pencil made

is a 9H. They are very light. HB is medium-dark and means Hard Black. 2B is darker, 3B even darker,
and 9B is the darkest you can buy. Pencils are amazing! One pencil can draw a line for 70 kilometers,

and it can write under water.
